The names and contact information of 
persons requesting prayers will also only be known by me 
and they will not know the name of the prayer intercessor(s). 
You will only know the intention you are praying for but not 
the specific individual. 
 

HOW OFTEN WOULD YOU RECEIVE A REQUEST 
FOR PRAYERS? Depending on the number of requests for 
prayer, you may be asked to pray once a month or may be 
more frequently. Once I know the number of prayer 
ministers offering to pray for those in need, I will then ask 
those requesting prayers to be said to contact me and submit 
their requests.
