Weekly Biblical Reflection  
 

"I have come to set the earth on fire, and how I wish it 
were already blazing!" (Lk 12:49) 
 

Dear brothers and sisters in Christ: 
 

I will never forget the time when Pope St. John Paul II 
came to Toronto. During one of his homilies, 23 years 
ago, the Holy Father spoke to the youth about the 
importance of following the Lord in a radical way. He 
quoted St Catherine of Siena's famous words, "Be who 
you were meant to be and you will set the world on fire."   
 

Pope St. John Paul II repeated these words often 
throughout his entire pontificate. The passion with which 
he said them, even as his voice became progressively 
more feeble due to Parkinson's, inspired so many men 
and women to leave everything to follow Jesus Christ.  
We recognized and appreciated that his words were 
meant for all of us, including you who are reading this 
reflection. 
 

Jesus's words are fire! They burn away the chaff and 
purify the hearts of those who listen to them.  They are 
like a double-edged sword: they would go in and out.  
Why?  The truth has the capacity to reveal what lies 
within us. We can either resist, harden ourselves, or 
surrender to him. The former will only make us 
miserable; the latter will fill us with peace and joy, 
regardless of the opposition we will face. 
 

Opposition comes from a world that does not understand 
truth due to its spiritual blindness caused by sin. Like 
Jeremiah, we may find ourselves tossed out of our former 
social circles once we profess faith in Christ. Who cares? 
As the Psalmist writes, "I would rather be a gatekeeper in 
the house of God than dwell in the tents of the wicked." 
(Ps 84:10) 
 

Some of our own family members wrongly think that 
familial bonds are more important than religious ones. 
No!  God first, then everyone else. A few days ago, I 
learned of the death of a beloved priest and professor of 
mine from Rome.  Fr. Alberto Trevisol once shared with 
me a very painful experience he had with his family 
regarding his priestly vocation. His father was always 
against it so much so that his father asked Fr Alberto to 
abandon the priesthood while he was on his deathbed. By 
the grace of God, Fr. Trevisol remained faithful to his 
calling.  God willing, both  Fr. Trevisol and his father are 
now reconciled in the Kingdom of Heaven. 
 

Do you need a spiritual boost?  Consider watching the 

documentary entitled Faith: Pope John Paul II.  It 
presents video images from the life of JP II, intermixed 
with clips from his funeral, and all set to music by 
Andrea Bocelli. May his prayers from the House of the 
Father set our hearts on fire and spread to those around 
us!
