Weekly Biblical Reflection

“Come follow me.”

Today, we see that John has been arrested. I am sure
Jesus would have been bothered by this and thus
withdrew to Capernaum, by the Sea of Galilee. Here, He
almost takes up where John left off, proclaiming, “Repent
for the kingdom of heaven has come near.”

Jesus is not doing this in the synagogues but near the
shore, almost like John in the wilderness. Along this
shoreline, right in the middle of their ordinary, everyday
life, fishermen are working, casting nets, doing what
they’ve always done. During that normal, everyday, busy
moment, Jesus speaks three simple words: “Come, follow
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me.

What stands out is not that He calls them, but how
quickly they respond. They leave their nets, their
routines, even their security. Not because they have all
the answers, but because they recognize something
deeper: The light has come, just as Isaiah promised. A
light that doesn’t wait for us to be ready, but meets us
where we are.

This reminds us that discipleship isn’t about having a
perfect plan or even any of the answers. It’s about
trusting the One who calls. Jesus still walks the shores of
our lives, into our work, our family struggles, our doubts,
and all of our insecurities. Despite all of this He still says,
“Come.”

Therefore, the question shouldn’t be whether He is
calling. The real question is what nets are we holding
onto that keep or prevent us from following.

Today, may we have the courage to loosen our grip, take
a step forward, and trust that where Jesus leads, there is
always light.
