Weekly Biblical Reflection 
"Always be ready to give an explanation to anyone 
who asks you for a reason for your hope..." (1 Peter 
3:15) 

Dear brothers and sisters in Christ: 

A fruit of our loving encounter with the Crucified and 
Risen Christ is the desire to make him known and 
loved by others. St Peter, the author of the First 
Reading for this Sunday, writes from personal 
experience. He was called by Jesus while he was at 
work. He followed him for three years; he wasn't 
always faithful but always repentant. His experience 
with Jesus' merciful love gave him the strength to get 
up and move on in hope. Other people witnessed St 
Peter preach the Good News with great zeal and would 
hear how moved he would become when he spoke of 
the Lord. This led other people to seek baptism and be 
saved. 

Catholic Apologetics is the term used to explain how 
we share our faith with others. To be clear, we are not 
asking for forgiveness for being Catholic! We are 
giving people reasons why they should and need to be 
too! The reason we have a new parish library with over 
1400 books is so that you can grow in your 
understanding of the faith and learn how to share it 
with others. Each book can guide you closer to God. 
There are simple catechisms and more advanced works 
of theology and spirituality. Moreover, we have several 
books on the lives of saints. As Pope Benedict XVI 
taught, the saints are the best evidence for the truth and 
beauty of Christianity. 

Nevertheless, the best evidence we can give to others 
comes down to how we love God and our neighbour. If 
we treat others with mercy and are able to recognize 
the hand of God even in the most trying situations, 
then we will be able to inspire others to turn towards 
Christ. How do we love God? It's rather simple...but 
not easy. In today's Gospel, Jesus tells us that those 
who claim to love Him "keep his commandments" (Jn 
14:15). Learn what they are and seek to live the deeper 
meaning of each of them. By doing so, Jesus will 
continue to reveal Himself to us within the depths of 

our souls and will become increasingly seen and felt 
by those around us (cf. Jn 14:21).
